	
Indian contemporary art today is growing exponentially both culturally and commercially: “contemporary art has become one of the new emblems of the cultural modernity of Indian cities”. Until recent years, Indian art didn’t fall under the contemporary art category, it rather represented traditional and spiritual arts of this country. That is the way its image was sold worldwide and still is, very likely, like a sort of cliché. Today Indian artists use their cultural heritage to create new artworks. Like other artists in the world, they also are observers and critiques at both social and political levels. And so they have been contributing to change this stereotyped image of India and attest of a dynamic country which has big capacities. Indian artists stayed performing on the London market in 2014/2015 where they made their highest revenues. According to ArtTactic, overall sales of modern and contemporary Indian art saw an increase of 13.5 percent from 2014. The sales of contemporary art in India rised to 4.3 millions $ in 2015-2016, according to Artprice report 2016. The most popular is the Anglo-Indian Anish Kapoor, followed by Subodh Gupta and Raqib Shaw who was back on the art scene in London. Indian contemporary artists also found their place on the French scene. The most famous of them, such as Anish Kapoor, Bharti Kher, Jittish Kallat, Anju Dodiya, Raqib Shaw are exhibited in galleries that count in Paris: Daniel Templon, Perrotin, Thaddaeus Ropac. Since the beginning of India Art Fair in 2008, there has been more engagement and participation in the cultural scene. And art is increasingly becoming an investment option in India, as a means of fighting against inflation. As a consequence, on December 17, 2015, in Mumbai, Christie’s recorded the highest total sales figures for an auction in India. Their third sale totalled INR 97,69,90,000 / $14.7 million. Christie’s and Saffronart this week of December 2015, established Mumbai as an internationally significant center for Indian art auction. In December 2016, the sales of modern and contemporary art produced a total of Rs 68.01 crore. That was far below Christie’s record sale last December.
